O With chronic liver disease who may in future be candidates for transplantation
O With deteriorating renal function before transplantation
O Prior to solid organ transplant

O For post exposure prophylaxis who are immune competent inpatients

For patients at least 2 years after bone marrow transplantation, on advice of their specialist
or
For patients at least 6 months after completion of chemotherapy, on advice of their specialist
